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● If your child is choosing to reach ahead in a compulsory course at summer school they need to put a
different course in its place in myBlueprint AND leave a note in the comment box about what they are
taking in summer school (this will allow them to submit their planner without the compulsory course).

● Every tech course in grade 10 – 12 has an enrollment limit due to teacher availability, classroom space
and programming constraints. If your child gets a message saying the course is no longer available to
select, have them choose a different course and put the tech course as an alternate.
